Troubleshooting:
 
Make sure you have a big enough sail for the conditions !

Sail Feels  Underpowered-1. Too much outhaul, ease 
outhoul out ½“ to 1“. 2. .mast is  too long or too stiff. 3. 
Sail is too small.

Sail Feels Twitchy-1. Too much outhaul, decrease outhaul 
1/2“ to 1”.

Vertical Wrinkles on Batten Sleeves- 1. Tighten Autobatten 
1/2“ then sail  1 hour for tension to diistribute.  Repeat 
until wrinkles are gone.  Do not overtension and create ”s” 
curve in bottom batten.

Sail Overpowers Easily- 1. Too little downhaul, ease off 
outhaul 1/2“. 2. Not enough outhaul, increase outhaul 1/2”. 
3. Sail is too big for conditions.

Sail Feels Heavy and Dead- 1. Not enough outhaul, increase 
outhaul by 1/2“ to 1”. 2. Try shorter lighter mast.
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
